Activate Your E-mail Account at Southern

If you have not already done so, activate your
Southern e-mail account immediately. Through
this account, you will receive all official correspon-
dence from the university. In addition, you will
access important information concerning regis-

tration dates, advisement dates, your student accounts, and
your financial aid. To activate your account, please do the
following:

Go to www.SouthernCT.edu.
Click on “MySCSU."

Enter your user name according to the directions in your
acceptance letter from the Office of Admissions. For most
students, the user name will be the last name and first
initial, in lower case, immediately followed by a numeral
1, as in “doej1,” for John Doe. If someone else has the
same name, the second person with that name will get
the number 2 and the user name “doej2."

Enter your password. It is originally set as your birth
date (MMDDYY). For example, March 3, 1991, is
030391. The system will prompt you to change your
password immediately.

Click “save changes” to save your self-selected pass-

word. Make note of it and keep it in a safe place; the
university will not share it with anyone, including par-
ents/families, under any circumstances. Various
offices will correspond with you throughout your years
at Southern — and you with us — using your individually

As you get acquainted with Southern, you'll need to become skilled at using the tech-
nological tools that will enable you to access information, receive important notifications,
and conduct critical business with the university. We urge you to familiarize yourself with
each of these tools now — even before you begin your studies — to help you navigate your

assigned university e-mail account. Your MySCSU
e-mail address is your official university notifica-
tion address. To assure confidentiality of student
records, you must use your MySCSU account
when corresponding with the university via e-mail.
Otherwise, it is impossible for the university to be
confident that we are responding with you, rather
than with another party.

DON'T MISS OUT!
Your MySCSU e-mail address is
your official university notification
address. However, if you wish to
receive e-mail at an address other
than your MySCSU account, you
may select an alternative address to
which Southern will forward the MySCSU mail that
you receive. To do so, visit myscsu.SouthernCT.edu.
Please note: the university is not responsible for any
disruptions or delays in delivery that arise when you
select any third-party service (AOL, Hotmail, Yahoo,
etc.) as your preferred provider. Although it may
seem convenient to select a third-party service, you
assume all risks associated with missing timely and
important notices and communications.



Use BannerWWeb

BannerWeb offers you access to your academic
records, registration, student accounts, and financial
aid. You will use this tool to access your information
for planning upcoming semesters with your adviser.
To log in and access your information, please do the
following:

. Sign in to your MySCSU account, which you have
activated according to the directions contained
in "Activate Your E-mail Account at Southern,”
page 6.

. Once you have signed in to MySCSU, click on the
“My Records" tab at the top of the page.

. Under “Academic Services,” click on the “click
here to” link.

« Click on the Banner Web link.

. Select “Next Steps,” which will lead you through
the steps you must take to join the Southern
community. Or select other available features,
such as “Personal Information” or “Student
Services and Financial Aid.”

Contact the University

Rest assured that you will always be more than
a number at Southern! Still, to make life run more
smoothly and accurately, it's important that we assign
you a unique identification number so that we can
track your progress and provide you with the services

you need. Your eight-digit student identification
number was assigned to you when you applied to
the university; it is also included in your letter of
admission. To assure your privacy and confidenti-
ality, the university does not provide this number
to anyone — you, your parents, or family members
— electronically or over the phone; it is your respon-
sibility to safeguard it and, if you wish, to share it
with others. The number is the key that opens the
door to all of Southern’s online services; use your
“key” wisely.

If you
have decided to live on campus, you need to complete your
housing application and pay the deposit as early as possible.

The “Next Steps Checklist,” which is available through your
student account on MySCSU, provides you with an easy means
to submit simultaneously your application for housing and
to make the required non-refundable $250 housing deposit.
NOTE: Only students who have paid an admission confir-
mation deposit are eligible to complete a housing applica-
tion and pay a deposit.

On-campus housing is not required or guaranteed for stu-
dents. Assignments are made in the order in which the uni-
versity receives both the completed housing application and
the required housing deposit. Students who submit a housing
application and pay a housing deposit early have the greatest
likelihood of receiving an on-campus assignment. Assignments
are communicated to new students at the June orientation.

Make Healthy Choices

We are committed to doing our part to make sure that
you remain healthy and that nothing interrupts your academic
success while you are a student here. The university provides
basic primary care to all full-time students and also facilitates
referrals to the regional medical community.

Specifically, each full-time student must do the following:

e Submit health information and immunization
(MMR) documentation. All full-time undergraduates must
submit the Health Examination Report Form (completed
and signed by a health care provider) by the August 14,
2009, deadline. This form is available to students online at
www.SouthernCT.edu/healthservices/healthforms. We urge
you to make an appointment with your family physician as
soon as possible. Contact Student Health Services at (203)
392-6300 with questions.

* Submit documentation of meningitis vaccination, for
on-campus residential students only. Connecticut state law
requires that all students living in university residence com-
munities provide documentation of meningitis vaccination.
You will not be permitted to check in without completed
documentation. Contact the Student Health Services at (203)
392-6300 with questions.

* Verify your health insurance coverage. All full-time
undergraduate students are required to have health insurance.
Students are automatically billed each semester for university
group accident and sickness insurance, provided by the Aetna
Health Insurance Company. If you wish to keep this coverage,
you need not do anything. To waive this coverage, please go to
www.aetnastudenthealth.com. Click on “Find Your School,”
and follow the directions. The deadline to waive this coverage
for the fall 2009 semester is September 8, 2009.

Get Your Hoot Loot Card

This is your official student identification card. A photo
for your card will be taken when you come to campus for
New Student Orientation. The Hoot Loot Card serves as
your official means of identification at the university and
is mandatory for all students.
