FIELD EXPERIENCES EXPECTATIONS

Providing teacher candidates with opportunities to develop appropriate competencies that are necessary for their success as professional educators is a critical element in the preparation process.  There is a growing body of research which supports the belief that classroom based experiences are the most effective learning opportunities for aspiring teachers.  The insight that they acquire and the opportunities that are available for them to associate with a professional practitioner as well as interact with students provides  learning experiences in a powerful and authentic context.  The university recognizes that the field experience needs to be fully explored in order for the candidate to reap the greatest value for the time spent in the school based classroom.  Following are some of the basic expectations for field experiences:

· Candidates will be placed in an appropriate setting with respect to grade level and content area

· Candidates will be expected to establish a collaborative relationship with the mentor teacher

· Candidates will seek opportunities to reflect and discuss issues related to teaching and learning with the mentor teacher, including awareness of physical, emotional and intellectual  student development.

· Candidate will create a portfolio of materials that represent the classroom experience

· Candidates will observe, note and discuss specific areas of the classroom/teaching experience, including but not limited to:  management, lesson planning, teaching strategies, differentiation of materials, data collection and assessment.

· Candidates will select a topic for a lesson in conjunction with the cooperating teacher and plan an appropriate lesson.  The candidate may be required to teach the lesson to the whole class Candidates will reflect on the lesson presentation with the mentor teacher

· Candidates will participate in at least one departmental and school faculty meeting and, when possible, a PPT meeting

· Candidates will be responsible for small group instruction as assigned by the mentor teacher.  The instruction will be in support of the general instruction provided by the teacher and will reinforce skill development.  Candidates will be expected to participate in both remedial and enrichment activities.

· Candidates will display appropriate dispositions for effective school interaction as well as professional demeanor.

· Candidates will gain an awareness of the effective use of technology as an instructional support as well as a management tool.

· The mentor teacher will provide as many diverse experiences as possible in order for the candidate to fully explore the art and science of teaching.
