Whereas, Southern Connecticut State University exists for the primary purpose of
furthering academic excellence; and

Whereas, The SCSU Faculty Senate is the official representative body of the Academic
Faculty; and

Whereas, The extenuating emergency circumstances caused by COVID-19 have resulted
in closure of the campus and changes in the way pedagogy and routine business is
conducted; and

Whereas, During periods of such extenuating, emergency circumstances, it often becomes
necessary for decisions to be made in an expedited manner for time-sensitive issues.
Examples of such decisions include, but are not limited to, pass/fail grade option for
students, extension of course withdrawal period, etc.; and

Whereas, Faculty and students might be harmed by the delay of certain decisions during
times of emergency; and

Whereas, It is not always possible to convene the full Faculty Senate due to time
constraints or other considerations; and

Whereas, The members of the Faculty Senate Executive Committee (FS EC) are the
elected members of their respective standing committees; now, therefore, be it

Resolved, That the Faculty Senate Executive Committee shall be authorized to act on
behalf of the Faculty Senate because of the COVID-19 pandemic; and be it further

Resolved, That routine Faculty Senate business, such as approval of Faculty Senate
documents shall not be approved in this manner; and be it further

Resolved, that prior to acting on behalf of the Faculty Senate, the issue at hand will be
described to the Faculty Senators in writing and they will be invited to present questions
and opinions in writing within 24 hours in order to assist the FS EC in making its decision.
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
